Adelaide United set to reach magic million
Adelaide United is set to become the third team

to attract an aggregate Hyundai A-League audi-
ence of 1 million spectators this weekend. If Ade-
laide United attracts 7,052 or more fans to Hind-
marsh Stadium this Saturday, they will reach the
magic million milestone.

Currently only Melbourne Victory and Sydney
FC have attracted an aggregate Hyundai A-
League crowd of more than one million.

250 appearance milestone to be scored
They may be on opposing teams but Melbourne

Victory’s Danny Allsopp, Queensland Roar’s
Reinaldo and Central Coast Mariners’ Nik Mrdja
will all be celebrating important milestones this
week, as collectively they embark on securing 250
appearances.

Olympians to take the field

The 2008 Beijing Olympic Games may be over
but the Olympic spirit continues in football with
eleven former Olympians likely to take part in this
week’s Round 3 Sydney FC v Perth Glory match at
Sydney Football Stadium -  the largest ‘Olyroos’
alumni to take the field in one match.

Sydney FC squad members including Mark
Bridge (2008 Olympics), Alex Brosque (2004), Si-
mon Colosimo (2000) and Steve Corica (1992,

1996); together with Perth Glory players Amaral
(1996, Brazil), Frank Juric (1996), Nick Rizzo
(2000), Nikita Rukavytsya (2008) and Nik Topor-
Stanley (2008) have taken part in the Olympic
Games Football Tournament.

And the Olympic Games experience is not only
limited to the players. Coaches John Kosmina
(Sydney FC) and David Mitchell (Perth Glory)
were team mates at the 1988 Olympic Games in
Seoul. 

Happy Birthday

The Hyundai A-League turned three this week-
Tuesday 26th August 2008 to be exact.

The first Hyundai A-League match took place
on 26 August 2005 when Newcastle Jets met Ade-
laide United at Energy Australia Stadium. 

In the past three years of the born again premier
domestic football competition just on 3.8 million
people have attended a Hyundai A-League game.

In the past three years:
- 278 games have been played
- 735 goals have been scored
- there have been 2.6 goals per game
- average crowd attendance has been 13,614, and
- 349 players have taken the field.
Of the 88 starters who kicked-off on in round 1

three years ago, 38 players (43%) remain with the
competition.
