He was born in Kythera (Logothetianika) in March
1889 and migrated to USA arriving at Ellis island,
New York on 24th September 1907, at the age of
17 1/2 years old, with twenty US$ in his pocket.
In the year 1911, he was conscripted into the
Greek Navy, returning to Greece to take part in
the war against the Turks.

In February 1914, after his discharge from the
Navy he arrived in Australia working until he
opened his own shop The Central Cafe in Quirindi
and later the Dianna Cafe also in Quirindi. The
family moved to Tamworth in 1937 and opened
the Dreamland Cafe.

He married Eleni Gerakiteys in 1922.

The first of nine children was Martha, being born
18th of July 1923, followed by Peter, Constanti-
nos, Alexandros, Mary, Dimitrios, Cosmas (Char-
lie), Katina and Stavros.

The number of grandchildren totalled sixteen.
Angelo Peter Christianos passed away 4th of July
1948 aged fifty-nine.
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This is part of a letter
he wrote to his brother Kosma in 1910.
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The poem reads:
