NSW Minister for Water,

Phil Costa announced six

more reservoirs will be

strengthened as part of a $17

million program to earth-

quake proof Sydney’s water

supplies.

Minister Costa said $2 mil-

lion of work is complete at

Bankstown, East Hills and

Penshurt reservoirs, with

Condell Park, Lugarno,

Toorah, Heathcote,  New-

port Heights and Palm

Beach reservoirs now identi-

fied for structural reinforce-

ment works.

“Work is underway to

strengthen our reservoirs to

ensure they can withstand an

earthquake stronger than the

one that hit Newcastle in

1989,” Mr Costa said.

“This $17 million invest-

ment will ensure our critical

assets can withstand a severe

earthquake or extreme wind

event.

“All the reservoirs are

structurally sound and able

to withstand smaller earth-

quakes, but as standards im-

prove over time, there is

room to further strengthen

some reservoirs.

“Some of the reservoirs be-

ing strengthened are over 70

years old and these works

will earthquake proof Syd-

ney’s water reservoirs for a 1

in 800 year earthquake

event. “As part of a structur-

al review and upgrade pro-

gram, six more reservoirs

have been identified for

structural reinforcement in-

cluding Toorah, Lugarno,

Condell Park, Newport

Heights, Heathcote and

Palm Beach. “

Minister Costa today

joined the Member for

Bankstown, Tony Stewart to

inspect the completed works

at Bankstown Reservoir.

“Bankstown Reservoir is

the oldest reinforced con-

crete reservoir of its kind

Sydney, and a local icon,” Mr

Stewart said.

“Many who pass the

Reservoir notice its beautiful

decorative elements, unlike

any other reservoir.

“I’m pleased to say that as

well as structural work in-

volving solid steel braces at-

tached to the concrete

columns, the upgrade includ-

ed cement rendering of her-

itage details in need of re-

pair.

“I’m please to say with

work now complete, the

Bankstown Reservoir, and

the four million litres of wa-

ter it supplies to the local

area is now protected from

the worst-case-scenario.”

“Sydney Water has 262 wa-

ter reservoirs in Sydney, the

Illawarra and the Blue

Mountains and this work will

ensure all of Sydney Water’s

reservoirs meet revised Aus-

tralian Standards for earth-

quake strengthening,” Min-

ister Costa said.

“Sydney Water has over

200 heritage listed assets in

Sydney, the Illawarra and the

Blue Mountains, many of

which are vital to the opera-

tion of water, wastewater or

stormwater systems.“
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
