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✑ VERBEEK TO QUIT 
SOCCEROOS

Pim Verbeek will quit as Australia’s
soccer coach after the World Cup in
South Africa.

Verbeek, who became the first perma-
nent head coach appointed following the
departure of fellow Dutchman Guus
Hiddink after Australia’s 2006 World
Cup campaign, announced his decision
Monday in a statement released by Foot-
ball Federation Australia.

Verbeek has guided the Socceroos to a
15-8-4 record since taking over on De-
cember 6th, 2007.

“It has been a very difficult decision for
me after more than two years but it is
time for me to look for a new challenge,”
said Verbeek, who quit as South Korea
coach to take the Australian job.

Speculation about his future has been
swirling around the Australian media for
several months.

“I have enjoyed every minute of being
head coach of Australia  and we achieved
some fantastic results including qualify-
ing for the World Cup and the Asian
Cup. It is a good time to make this an-
nouncement so we can now focus com-
pletely on preparing everything perfectly
for the upcoming World Cup in South
Africa. We will do everything right to
prepare for this tournament to get the
best result possible,” concluded Verbeek. 

FFA Chairman, Mr Frank Lowy AC,
congratulated Verbeek on his achieve-
ments during his time as the Head Coach
of the Qantas Socceroos. 

“Pim has been a great coach for the
Qantas Socceroos and has earned the re-
spect of everybody in football in this
country and around the world,” Mr
Lowy said. 

“He has been the consummate profes-
sional in every aspect of his role and has
led our national team with distinction
here and overseas. Under his leadership
the team has achieved everything we
aimed to achieve and I expect he will

have the team ready to perform at its best
in South Africa,” concluded Mr Lowy. 

Verbeek helped the Qantas Soc-
ceroos reach their highest ever position
of 14th in the FIFA World Rankings in
September 2009.
