CONFLICT IN THE LAND OF THE MINOTAUR
ARTISTS’ STATEMENT.

As the title suggests the
exhibition has as its

theme both conflict and refer-
ence to the mythology of the
Minotaur and the land of the
Minotaur, the island of Crete.

The conflict I have set out to
explore was the 2nd WW Bat-
tle of Crete, a short bloody
battle that saw Crete invaded
by German paratroopers, who
in the end successfully drove
the Allied forces of Australia,
New Zealand & Britain off the
island.

I have had a long creative re-
lationship with Greece and the
seeds of the idea of this exhibi-
tion were sown in 1984 when
at the invitation of the Aus-
tralian Embassy in Athens I
exhibited work done on the
Greek island of Leros in Crete

for the 43rd Anniversary of
the Battle of Crete.

While on Crete for my exhi-
bition, I saw in such an old
landmass, as Crete, rich with
both myth & history an ex-
traordinary moment, when y-
oung Australian soldiers
fought for their life.

So, in 1990 I returned to
Crete with my family and
spent an 18 month period pro-
ducing a series of works that
related to the Battle, but, I al-
so wove ancient myth into the
works.

These works were then ex-
hibited in Crete in May of
1991 as part of the Australian
Governments contribution to
the 50th Anniversary of the
Battle.

On my return to Australia I
further explored the theme &

interviewed sever “Aussie
Diggers” who had fought in
the Battle. I then incorporated
some of the experiences they
related to me into my work &
with the work I had completed

in Crete I held a large solo ex-
hibition at the Australian War
Memorial in 2005.

As an artist, I felt the need
to express both historical fact
as well as weaving myth &

memory into my work & in
this exhibition I have set out to
do that.
