A distinguished Kiwi sol-
dier who made five escapes
from the Germans in occu-
pied Greece in 1941 has
thanked the Greek people
who risked their lives to help
him. 

Major General Sandy
Thomas, 90, who suffered
severe grenade and bullet
wounds as a 22-year-old sec-
ond lieutenant and was tak-
en prisoner at Galatas dur-
ing the Battle of Crete in
May 1941, expressed his
gratitute in the keynote An-
zac Day address at Welling-
ton Cathedral yesterday. 

Mr Thomas paid a person-
al tribute to the Greek vil-
lagers and monks who aided
his 300-kilometre escape

trek from a concentration
camp in Thessaloniki. His
odyssey ended when he stole
a boat near Mt Athos and
navigated his way to free-
dom in neutral Turkey. 

“Without the help of the
Greek people I would not be
here today. I would ask you
to spare a little thought for
them on this Anzac Day. 

“There was no mercy
shown by the Gestapo to
civilians assisting escapers.
Mum, dad and the kids, they
were all lined up and shot if
they were found assisting
our people.” 

While recuperating in a
Corinth hospital in 1941, Mr
Thomas made four failed es-
cape attempts. After finally

being classed fit by German
doctors, he was shipped
from Piraeus to the Thessa-
loniki concentration camp in
northern Greece. 

He escaped from this
camp and began his six-
month journey east across
the difficult landscape of
Halkidiki to Mt Athos, a
rocky peninsula populated
mainly by monks. 

There he evaded capture,
moving from monastery to
monastery before escaping
by sea. His exploits in the
Battle of Crete and escape
from the Germans earned
him his first MC. 

He went on to command
the 23rd New Zealand In-
fantry Battalion and fought

in North Africa as well as
during the Italian campaign,
earning a DSO. 

He was demobbed from
the New Zealand Army in
1945 and transferred to the
British Regular Army. He
ended his military career as
Major General Thomas,
Britain’s final Commander-
in-Chief of Far East Land
Forces in Singapore, in the
early 1970s and now lives
outside Brisbane. 

Standing beside him at the
cathedral yesterday was his
grandson Tyson Zastrow, a
21-year-old, IT student from
Brisbane. Last year, Mr Zas-
trow walked the 300km from
Thessaloniki to Mt Athos to
personally thank the Greek
people who helped his
grandfather during his es-
cape. 

“I walked in the footsteps
of a hero on that trip. I’m in-
credibly proud of him.” 

Wellington Mayor Kerry
Prendergast broke down
three times while speaking
about her grandfather,
Mostyn Pryce Jones, who
was wounded in Gallipoli.

Call for medals for campaign in Greece, Crete
A military historian is calling on the Australian Government to award campaign

medals to Australian soldiers who fought in Greece and Crete during World War Two.
The soldiers were issued with medals by the Greek government, but not the British

Empire. Dr Maria Hill, a visiting fellow at the Australian Defence Force Academy in
Canberra, says they deserve recognition for fighting in what was an extremely difficult
campaign. “These campaigns were really horrendous. They were sent there on the front
line to fight a war that had no chance of success, by the British Government for good
political reasons,” she said. “Their own government acquiesced for them to be used that
way and didn’t find out what was really going on. And now there is an opportunity to ac-
tually right the wrong.”
