Multicultural Council statement 
affirms Australia’s multicultural success
The Australian Multicul-

tural Advisory Council
today launched its formal cul-
tural diversity policy advice to
government, entitled The Peo-
ple of Australia, at the Immi-
gration Museum in Mel-
bourne.

The advice, in the form of a
cultural diversity policy state-
ment and recommendations,
was formally handed to the
Minister for Immigration and
Citizenship, Senator Chris E-
vans, by the council chair, An-
drew Demetriou.

“The statement affirms the
multicultural reality of Aus-
tralia today – the many people
of many different backgrounds
who make up our great nation.
Not only are we a culturally di-
verse nation, but we have also
gained so many social benefits
through our cultural diversity,”
Mr Demetriou said.

“Nearly seven million mi-
grants have settled in Australia

since 1945 and today about 45
per cent of Australians were
either born overseas or have
one or more parents born o-
verseas.

“Multicultural Australia is
not a vision or an ambition. It
simply describes us as we are
and how we will remain.”

Mr Demetriou said AMAC
has also made a series of recom-
mendations to government for
strengthened policies in multi-
cultural affairs, government pro-
grams and community life.

These include that the gov-
ernment: Establish a perma-
nent and independent bi-parti-
san body – based along similar
lines to the Australia Day
Council – to advise and consult
on a national multicultural s-
trategy.

Establish an anti-racism s-
trategy and community-wide e-
ducation campaign with partic-
ular reference to discrimina-
tion, prejudice and racism.

Implement the commitment
of the Melbourne declaration
on educational goals for young
Australians with particular ref-
erence to education in civics
and language in the design of a
national curriculum.

Establish protocols to con-
sider migrant and cultural
needs prior to the implemen-
tation of relevant policy and
programs. Resource appropri-
ately English language courses,
employment skills training and
other programs that support
migrants to settle quickly.

Encourage participation in
community life by all members
of Australia’s diverse popula-
tion.

“AMAC held extensive con-
sultations with state and terri-
tory governments and with a-
gencies, academics and the
broader Australian communi-
ty,” Mr Demetriou said.

“In handing our statement to
the minister today, we look
forward to the government’s
response to both the statement
and its accompanying policy
recommendations.

“I would like to thank all the
members of the Australian
Multicultural Advisory Coun-
cil who helped put our state-
ment and recommendations
together. Your work has been
invaluable.

“We look forward to contin-
uing to work with the Aus-
tralian Government in secur-
ing our vibrant and multicul-
tural future,” Mr Demetriou
added.
