The delegation of FIFA inspectors
are responsible for conducting the
technical evaluation of the bids and
will visit Japan (19-22 July), South
Korea (22-25 July), Australia (26-28
July), Netherlands and Belgium (9-12
Aug), Russia (16-19 Aug), England
(23-26 Aug), Spain and Portugal (30
Aug- 2 Sept), United States (6-9 Sept)
and Qatar (13-17 Sept).

The hosts will be announced by FI-
FA on 2nd December 2010 in Zurich.

Football Federation of Australia
(FFA) has formally handed over its bid
to host AFC Asian Cup 2015 at a cere-
mony at AFC Headquarters yesterday.

FFA is the only candidate to bid to
host the 2015 edition of AFC’s flagship
tournament for national teams.

The tournament will feature the best
16 teams in Asia vying the prestigious
title of continental champions.

AFC executive committee is due to
make a final decision on the host asso-
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ciation in its meeting in January 2011
on the sidelines of AFC Asian Cup
Qatar 2011 Finals.

The AFC Asian Cup 2007 finals was
staged in Indonesia, Malaysia, Thai-
land and Vietnam while the 2004 edi-
tion was held in China.

Australia joined AFC in 2006, having
previously represented Oceania.
