Wellington Phoenix will be aiming
for their 23rd consecutive undefeated

in Hyundai A-League history.

Not losing for 23 matches in a row at
the same venue would equal an Aus-
tralian national league record- when
Sydney United went 23 consecutive
matches without defeat at Sydney U-
nited Sports Centre from 1996-1999.

The next longest undefeated streak
by a team at a venue in the Hyundai A-
League is 14, set by Sydney FC at the
Sydney Football Stadium from Octo-
ber 2005 to October 2006.
