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ROZA ESKENAZI
Queen of Greek Blues

The Australian Hellenic Council (NSW) and Out of the Blue Music are joining forces to pre-
sent a monumental extravaganza in tribute to ROZA, undisputed Queen of the Rembetika.
The Factory Theatre will be where music lovers will gather for an evening of ‘Greek blues’
performed live by Out of the Blue and accompanied by guest dancers. This is the community’s
event of the year.

The evening is dedicated to her memory, her legacy, her contribution to Hellenic and to
world music. It will take you on a journey through time and space, across cultures and civilisa-
tions. It is a tale of social underclasses, underdogs living on the periphery of society; her song’s
speak of life’s struggles, of adversity, of loves and of tragedies.

Born into a poor Sephardic Jewish family in Constantinople in the mid-1890s, an unedu-
cated young Roza captivated with her beauty and musical success. She sang and danced her
way through Greece, the Ottoman Empire, and the Balkans, as far as Unites States of America.
Roza the diva was a very bright star. She was an entertainer, an influential, gutsy, strong, flirta-
tious and passionate business woman.

The most famous singer of her time, her music was years ahead of her time. Roza recorded
over 500 songs during her nine decade life. For Roza, performing was not a career, it was life.

Away from the stage, she was instrumental in securing the safety of her family and others in
Thessaloniki during the Nazi occupation of Greece, at the time when Jewish Hellenes were be-
ing deported to Auschwitz. Roza was also active in the Resistance, almost paying the ultimate
price for her service to her homeland.

Her music reflected her life: a beautifully woven multi-cultural patchwork. She seamlessly
blended Anatolian, Mediterranean and Balkan influences in presenting her depictions of the
poignant social and political issues of the day.
