Apart from 
reports on the very successful 
previous year, the discussion 
revolved around plans for the 
future and the election of the 
executive committee for the next 
twelve months.

In his last report as Coordinator, 
George Vellis thanked the AHC 

(NSW) executive, the Friends’ 
sub-committee and the entire 
community for their support of 
the AHC, support which made 
2011 one of the most successful 
in the history of the organisation. 
‘With a series of major events 
at venues such as the ANZAC

The composition of the sub-
committee will shortly be 
announced, as will the schedule 
of events. Of particular interest 
to the membership was the 
Alexander the Great: 2000 
Years of Treasures exhibition, 
to be hosted by the Australian 
Museum in College Street, 
Sydney. Open from 24 
November 2012 to 28 April 
2013, the AHC (NSW) called 
upon every Australian Hellene to 
visit the exhibition, as well as to 
support the wide-range of events 
that will be held around it. These 
include seminars, international 
conferences, HSC Study Days 
and many more.

With a great number of 
issues and historic 
anniversaries in the 

next few years, the new AHC 

(NSW) committee has a great 
deal of work ahead of it. 

With the continued support 
of the community, and its 

organisations, 2012-13 – the 
20th year of the AHC - will prove 
to be even more successful 
than the one past.
