Martin Place). The late Vasili Georgiou founded Macquarie
University Greek Association in 1984 and although his
absence was felt during the night's celebrations, his legacy
will always remain. .
The night marked a celebration of not only of reaching
such a milestone, but a celebration of who we are and
how MUGA represents us. For 30 years, MUGA has been a
way for Greek-Australian students at Macquarie University
to celebrate their Greek heritage. We have achieved this
by organising traditional tavema nights, having kafe vyith
friends and by sharing our food, culture and traditions
with the wider Macquarie University community. Indeed,
it is the last of these that perhaps truly encapsulates what
it means to be Greek-Australian. Food is one of the most
recognisable aspects of the Greek culture. This is because
when our parents, grandparents and great-grandparents

migrated from Greece, they didn't bring abundant amounts
of money and clothes, they brought recipes and culture. It is
this celebration of food and culture that those of non-Greek
heritage love about us.

Yet, what it means to be Greek-Australian in this country
extends beyond just food. Being Greek is about treating
others with respect and prescribing to the idea of filotimo;
roughly translated as having a ‘love of honour'. Filotimo
means many things. It means being hospitable to your
guests. It means putting your friendships above yourself. It
means having pride in yourself for being a decent person.
It means celebrating the Greek culture. Filotimo is the one
thing that unites all Greeks. The Greek philosopher Thales
said, «Filotimo to the Greek is like breathing. A Greek is not
a Greek without it. He might as well not be alive.”

The reason why this concept is so important is because it is
what defines MUGA. MUGA too is like a person, it needs to
have filotimo in order to survive. For 30 years MUGA has
had filotimo. I hope we can return for MUGA's 50th and say

that it still has the filotimo, which it has had for the past 30. |
It is important to recognise however, that this is not .g(')ing
to happen naturally. It is something we have to instil into
the following generations of Greek-Australians. We must
teach our kids to celebrate their heritage, to love others, to
treat others with respect, to trust each other and above all to
make sure they take pride in being a decent person.
Though this is something that we should keep in mind, it
is not something I am worried about, because in those who
graced us with their presence on Saturday night I coulfl
see people who were not only present to celebrate their
association with MUGA over the past 30 years but those
who will continue to support MUGA for the next 30 years.
