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dress and floating veil contrast
with the glistening

blackness of her mount. It’s
a splendid mule, wearing a
striped saddlecloth with the
emphasis on pink, and a beaded
harness that catches the light as
it shivers and swings around its
face. She sits sideways, holding
her bouquet in her lap as her
father leads the beast. Her little
brother sits next to her. Behind
her, mounted on an equally
beautiful mule, rides the groom.
He is dressed in a suit and tie,
a flower in his buttonhole, the
gold

of his fob chain glittering across
his chest. The entire village is
there. A chattering hum of
colloquy and confabulation
picks up on the music of violins
and mandolins. Small children
play, run ahead, rush back and
run ahead again. Young girls
slyly eye the

boys and hope the Kouretas
under their pillow will reveal
a particular face. Young boys
slyly eye the girls and give no
thought to the koufeta at all.

A large chest containing her
dowry is loaded onto a donkey.
It looks heavy. Her father
overhears someone suggest that
the chest is full of rocks and
that its size is only for show.
He says nothing till they arrive

at his daughter's new home
and then orders his wife to
empty the chest. She displays
white cotton sheets with the
couple’s initials embroidered
on them, table cloths and
matching napkins, rugs and
blankets woven out of vivid
wool, delicate embroideries,
starched linen curtains and
clothes. Everything comes in
batches of twelve. In addition,
the bride has received money,
an olive grove and a vineyard.
No one can now say that he has
sent his daughter unprepared
into her new life. He has other
daughters. Slurs stick.

The couple would need to invest
some of those funds in animals;
chickens, goats, oxen, donkeys
and mules. None of the beasts
were pets. Dogs were hunting
and guard

dogs and mangy cats, expected
to keep the rats at bay, were
chased away from the tables.
Yet, the animals had names;
Kokkini, or Mora, or Kalliroe. A
pup called Irma grew to be the
best hunting dog on the island,
a mule called Arapi, black as his
name suggested, was known for
his bad temper and obsessive
loyalty to his owner.
