Tourism is one of the country’s main business activities and as such it is a key revenue
generator that not only supports Greek families but can also play a key role in Greece’s post-
Covid19 recovery.

The Minister will talk about the link between trade and tourism and how important it is for
Greece, as it contributes 1 in 4 euros directly or indirectly to the Greek economy and therefore
to the Greek family.
